Contribute to the school wide community by maintaining a positive attitude, praying for other
staff members and students, fulfilling recess and lunch duties, and serving on school committees
as determined by the Head of School.

Differentiate instruction to meet the needs of students with unique learning needs using flexible
grouping.

Develop positive relationships with parents and students built on mutual respect and trust.
Assess student progress towards grade level standards and use assessment results to inform
instruction.

Maintain high expectations for all students regardless of their socio-economic background, race
or ethnicity, family structure, or standard English proficiency.

C. Requirements

Communicate effectively, both orally and in writing.

Work collaboratively with other staff members.
